It is important to underline that the content of this annual factsheet is the best information available and should not necessary be seen as the exact reality of the
sector, The ambition of such ongoing work is to publish a maximum of available official statistics at the European and national level to underline main findings
and tendencies and to help create policy discussions, concrete impact and potential collaborations through the sector.

Various sources such as Eurostat and National Statistics Offices (NSO) have been used to develop this fact sheet which means methodologies of collection might
differ slightly in some cases and statistics should be considered carefully.

The fact sheet is a summary paper so it doesn’t gather all available data collected by EOSE about the European sport labour market.
